BEI Report, Angela Bryant

The BEI Report and statistics were given by means of a handout to all present at the meeting. This report included an update from Randi Turner regarding the medical interpreting advisory committee. Angela Bryant advised everyone that trilingual testing is underway and a Deaf Interpreter task force has also been established for improvement of Intermediary exams and procedures. DHHS now has contracts with Michigan and Illinois BEI programs for use of the Texas BEI Interpreting exams. Also, the 2010 Study Guide for Interpreter Certification Candidates and Trilingual Certification Candidates are now available online or by contacting the BEI office.

TSID President’s Report, Rita Lee Wedgeworth

The Fran Harrington Mentorship program is now accepting applications. TSID has established a committee to discuss and prioritize an electronic CEU tracking system. TSID hopes to partner with DHHS once details and funding are determined.

Old Business

Allison Randolph stated that the Board recommended suspension of Susan Dibirdik’s Level II certification for one-year, and required completion of a series of training requirements to reinstate her certification.
