Documentation of the RN’s delegation decisions and supervisory schedule (including SB 1857
medication administration decisions and, for ICF/ID providers, which nurse (RN or LVN) can conduct
the quarterly nursing physical examinations)

Current health Information

Nursing Service Plan completed by the RN that defines and describes nursing services to be provided
and instructs LVNs and unlicensed staff when to notify the RN

* All individuals who receive HCS services must have a Comprehensive Nursing Assessment completed by
an RN on or before 9/1/2012. Effective 2/1/2012, all individuals who receive ICF services must have a
Comprehensive Nursing Assessment completed by an RN on or before their next annual staffing.
